PARENT FORUMS

The continual support for the school from parents is heart
warming and greatly appreciated. We had a wonderful
response from our Prep parents last night who attended
workshops on the best way they can help their children
with reading. The Prep staff with the help of our Literacy
Coordinator, Clodagh Macmillan also presented the school
prep reading program. Our parents had lots of interesting
guestions and wanted to learn more about the THRASS
program which students have been introduced to in grades
Prep to Four. The THRASS program teaches students that
there are letters and clusters of letters that make the same
sound. The students learn how to choose between probable
combinations of letters and the identification of the right
combination using phonemic charts. Our students have
continually performed well in writing and spelling in the
NAPLAN tests and we know THRASS has contributed to
this positive impact on their learning in literacy.

We are fortunate to have Jane Maeland, a trained and
registered THRASS Coordinator, teaching at our school.
Jane will be conducting a parent forum on THRASS after
the Monday morning assembly on March 23rd. The
session will be held in the library and will run for approx
one hour. All parents welcome. If you are intending to join
us for this session, please return the accompanying
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regt;ri]stration slip to your child’s teacher by Friday, March
20"

year on curricullum areas which supports the school
strategic plan. | welcome feedback from you on your ideas
on possible topics for forums.
