Our school is the recipient of $200,000 in the National Pride 
in Schools Federal Funding. This is in addition to the

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SCHOOL PHOTOS 
School photos will be taken on WEDNESDAY JUNE 10. 
Every student present on the day and every classroom 
grouping will photographed.

HEAD LICE 
Head lice will be a problem from time to time at this and 
every primary school.  It is important to work together as a 
school community to minimise the frustration caused by the 
problem. 
Head lice can be controlled but it takes a systematic 
approach – follow these steps and remember if you look 
once a week using the following conditioner and comb 
method you will find a molehill before it’s a mountain. 
Step 1: Comb inexpensive hair conditioner on to dry, 
brushed (detangled) hair.  This makes it difficult for lice to 
grip the hair or run around: 
Step 2: Wipe the conditioner from the comb onto a paper 
towel or tissue; 
Step 3: Look on the tissue and on the comb for lice and 
eggs; 
Step 4: If lice or eggs are found, the child should be 
treated, with a solution and nit comb available from 
pharmacies and supermarkets: 
Step 5: Check again in a week. 
There is no need to make a huge effort to clean the entire 
house.  Only the pillowcase and hats that have been worn 
recently require specific laundering.  These will need to be 
washed in hot water. 
According to “Nitpickers”  – “when a person goes to the 
dentist and has no cavities, it doesn’ t mean that tooth 
brushing stops…same when a person is deemed clear of 
head lice, it doesn’ t mean the screening should stop. Regular 
checking should become part of everyone’s weekly routine.”
